The drop-off location will be inside the store direct-
ly next to the pharmacy.  Simply walk in and drop 
your items into the box; no forms to fill out, no 
questions to answer, and no inconvenience.  A uni-
formed Fairway Police Officer will be on hand to 
assure the security of all the disposed of items 
which will be sealed in the box and then shipped to 
an EPA approved incinerator and destroyed later 
that day.   
This effort is part of a nationwide drug disposal pro-
gram started by the Drug Enforcement Administra-
tion in 2010. Since that time, with the assistance of 
thousands of local law enforcement agencies, 
households in communities across the U.S. have 
helped dramatically reduce the risk of prescription 
drug diversion and abuse.
